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This assignment requires you to demonstrate your knowledge of painting conventions and artists associated with still life painting by

· Generating photographs that explore still life conventions

· Creating drawings that reflect those conventions

· Generating a series of related tonal studies in both wet and dry media
You will be assessed on the depth of your knowledge as demonstrated in your studies and paintings.
CONDITIONS
The assessment will take place during class and homework time of approximately 10 weeks.  

You are required to complete weekly milestone tasks set and attend compulsory after school workshops if deadlines are missed.
You will be expected to complete a minimum of 3 hours per week of home learning during this time.

There are five tasks in this assessment.  You must complete all five tasks.

Keep workbook pages clean, tidy, in order & well presented, clearly labelling all tasks.
Read, view and listen to all the information given to you before starting work. Make sure that you understand what you are being asked to do. Ensure that you know what level of performance will be required to obtain an Achievement, Merit or Excellence grade for this Achievement Standard.

TASK 1        Finding your objects
Bring to class a range of objects that reflect characteristics of your personality or interests, such as sports trophies, clothing, toys, or games. Consider objects that may serve as effective symbols of your sense of self. For example, playing cards may suggest a tendency to take risks, clothes may indicate vanity or a love of fine fabrics, or food may indicate a love of earthly pleasures.

In class discussion about key conventions. How are arrangements made? What are the rules?

Use the resource provided to explore and identify the discussed conventions. Find another example of the convention and provide a description or definition.

PHOTOGRAPHING YOUR OBJECTS
Choose which objects you will draw. Take a range of photos considering the following still-life conventions. Each photo should consider at least one per photo showing six in total.
· centralised Structures
· rule of thirds
· table edge running parallel or at an angle to picture plane

· use of diagonals to create space

· symbolic imagery
· juxtaposing of imagery to create meaning

· personal and cultural context
· pyramidal structures
Under each photo, annotate and identify which convention(s) you have chosen to explore.

TASK 3       Recording your objects             
Line drawings

Under each drawing, annotate and identify which convention(s) you have explored. Refer to the convention explored in your photograph.
Outcome: Two A3 pages using a variety of drawing techniques and still life conventions.

Photo Tonal studies
Rearrange your selected objects to reflect the compositional structures that you have previously learnt about. Consider how you place your objects and what they may indicate about yourself. Consider lighting and propping of objects. Will you introduce a new surface? Like a bandana, sand, or a beautiful fabric.
Produce 4 photos of your arrangements that you will use to draw from. Again, label your photos with the still life convention you are using.
You are now able to use tone in your photos and drawings, so consider which tonal conventions you are using.
